The pro form data is a “best guess” on the applicant’s part for the expected revenue and sales of the licensed technology.  The applicant can use the pro forma to help calculate the proposed licensing fees paid to NASA.

Once the business terms are agreed to by NASA and the applicant, the applicant will complete the second stage of the license application process, following the guidelines found in Part II: Commercialization Plan and Milestones. The applicant must submit the commercialization plan to complete the license application process.  All the information provided in the final Part I: License Application and Business Terms and Part II: Commercialization Plan and Milestones documents will be included as an appendix to the license agreement.
All information submitted in the both Parts I and II of the license process will be maintained in confidence by NASA and will not be subject to disclosure under the Freedom of Information Act.
